Sustainable Housing is now growing fast, with more and more new technical knowledge, products, projects, and new incentives or policies and supporting legislation from local Authorities that are coming out every day. 

In this status quo change, social housing organisations, even if they often encounter legislation barriers, are strategic actors for realizing urban sustainable development with dwellings of high living quality, comfort, energy saving and respect of the environment.

Among the on going Italian and European projects dealing with this issue, the SHE project, leaded by social housing organisations and coordinated by Federabitazione Europe – Confcooperative, is often put in evidence.

The project’s peculiarity is the realistic approach toward sustainable housing that avoids mere ideological choices and highlights the real advantages of its approach in the daily life. An important topic developed in the project is how to reduce the cost misperceptions, due to the perceived higher initial construction and maintenance cost, in order to enhance the long-term cost savings of building/property owners who incorporated sustainable practices into their projects and explaining why local authorities should give incentives facing the several public benefits.

In the framework of the SHE project, some dissemination activities are foreseen, one of them is the important international meeting organized by Federabitazione Europe and CECODHAS, which will take place in Turin (Italy) on the 25th of May 2005. Herein attached the draft of the agenda. 

This Convention, with simultaneous translation in 4 languages, aims to explain in depth the SHE project’s peculiarities and to show how some member countries manage sustainable land planning of new areas, putting in evidence the economic issues.

Important speeches will be those of Prof. Eduardo Maldonado on the application of the new EU Directive on the energy performance of buildings, of Prof. Matheos Santamouris on the natural cooling of cities and Philippe Outrequin on global life costing of sustainable housing.
